 
This new co-angler format change should help retain co-anglers for duration of the season. For boaters, this will entice them to teach novice co-anglers about tournament tactics and strategies. For conservation purposes, it is easier for the fish to survive in smaller live wells, less stress for fish in live well. Also reduces the total amount of fish caught and retained for weigh in.
1. All members must be registered in half hour before start of tournament.
2. The cost for co-anglers is $30 for tournament and $30 to boater for fuel and other boat expenses.
3.  Co-anglers must bring his/her lifejackets or personal flotation devices approved by Transport Canada, and must have on them an Ontario Sportfishing licence.
4. For safety reasons, it’s strongly recommended that co-anglers have a pleasure craft operating card, and have a good understanding on how to operate both outboard and electric trolling motors.
5. Co-angler names will be drawn by the Tournament Director half hour (30 minutes) before start of tournament, to determine the boater he/she will be paired up with for that day. 
6. A co-angler and boater can only fish together once during the year, unless directed by tournament director. 
7. Boaters and co-anglers will fish as a team, with a 4 fish limit per team boat.
8. Co-anglers will only fish off the back deck of boat unless authorized by boater. For safety keep your area clean, free of debris and keep gear tidy.
9. Boaters and co-anglers fishing as a team will share the points and prizes for that tournament, big fish prize will go to the individual, cash prize will be split 60-40, 60 for boater 40 co-angler.
10. Co-anger of the year will still be determined by highest scored points of his/her 5 best tournaments. 
11. If for any reason a co-angler feels uncomfortable with the boater he has been paired up with please inform the Tournament Director ASAP.
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
